 Aussie Lynch’s – History  books 

The information below is a suggested guide for writing up information on each family member. The family members must be born in the Lynch family or have married into the family.

We are in the process of writing up three separate (out of 11) volumes of books for the “Aussie Lynch’s” .

They are:

1. Schons branch – All descendants of Margaret Lynch and William Schons

2. Colreavy branch – All descendants of Elizabeth Lynch and Michael Colreavy

3. Lynch branch – All descendants of John Lynch and Mary Jane Reidy; Peter Lynch; and Maurice Lynch and Martha Pulley.

The format of these books is that each person born prior to the end of World War 1, will have their individual story written up detailing their life. (A request can be made to include a person who was born prior to World War 2, who has since died.)

Each profile will ideally have the following information included:

· Any photos of these people, their lives, homes, farms, and any other event that can be associated with them or their family is welcomed.   

· Places of residence, a list of places that the person has lived, and any photos that they may have of these places. 

· Personal information: information that allows the extended family to learn about the individual person. The obvious information is a fantastic start. Information used so far is:

· Where the person was born, and their date of birth.

· Who the person married.

· The character of the person – did they have a good sense of humour, were they a serious person, were they always a happy person, was family an important part of their life.

· Were they educated, and if so where. Were they able to read or write.

· Marriage details. 

· How did they meet their husband/wife

· Children that they had

· Were the children educated.

· The jobs that the person held

· Activities that they enjoyed – golf, tennis, arts and crafts

· Groups and assoc that they were associated with. 

· Any accomplishments that the person achieved/did

· Business’s that the person owned and worked in

· Places that they person lived, and if they moved why they did.

· Interests that the person had when they retired. 

· Any war service

· Where they are buried, and if any other family are buried close by.

· Other information that is personal – being your memories of this person. What do you remember best about this person? Your memories are important as it paints a picture of this person, and will be different to the memories that your cousins, brothers and sisters may have. All these memories are important.

· If the person married into the family, all background information about their family. Where did the family originally come from? Who were their parents, what were the parents and brothers and sisters like.
Please keep in mind that more information can be placed into the profiles. The idea of writing up these books is so that we are able to have a history of our family members, and to be able to pass this information down to our own children, grandchildren and their children.

As time goes by the information is lost, the photos are mislaid, and the history of our ancestors is not known. To be able to document this information for our children and their children is a value that cannot be measured. 

We have identified (to date) over 2000 people in the family, which are eligible to have their information written up. Some people have a small amount of information; others have a colourful and detailed story. We have completed over 400 pages of profiles to date. The size of these stories range from 2 pages to 15 pages. All profiles include an individual family tree. 

There are only three of us putting this information together (and we all work fulltime). The more people that assist us, the quicker and the better the history will be for all the family to be able to share. You don’t need to make up a full story, putting together point form information is a fantastic help, as we are able to make a story from this.

Our plan is to have these books completed, for publication in 2008, and ideally have a family reunion to launch this fantastic history.
